4 The event is open to members of Hartlepool, Alwoodley, Stockton, Whickham, Whitby & DMC’s, Durham AC and Ripon MSC.

5 All competitors must produce a valid club membership card / competition licence as appropriate for the event entered.

16 Details of the tests will not be with the final instructions. Each driver will have two or more runs at each test to count for results. Timing will be by hand held watches. The starting signal will be on the time keeper’s instructions. Practicing will not be allowed.
